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LOCAL YOUTH CLUB GRANT SCHEME 2011
INFORMATION SUMMARY

1. There are two categories of grant and applicants can only apply under one category:                                                                

i)  Youth Work Club Grant – for groups that offer a specific youth work programme, i.e., a planned programme of non-formal education designed for the purpose of aiding and enhancing the personal and social development of young persons through their voluntary participation. Groups must provide a range of programmes on a regular basis.                                                                                                              

ii)  Youth Activity Club Grant – groups which provide activities for young people that are primarily recreational in nature. , i.e., their primary focus is leisure and activities are neither youth work activities or sporting activities. A range of activities are provided on a regular basis.
2. Groups/clubs must be volunteer-led and based on the voluntary participation of young people.

3. 75% of the group’s/club’s members must be under the age of 21.

4. The maximum grant that can be awarded to any club is €3,000.

5. Clubs whose primary focus is sport are not eligible for this scheme.

6. Staff- led projects in receipt of project-based funding are not entitled to apply under this Scheme. However, voluntary youth clubs which are affiliated to staff-led youth services but which are run entirely by volunteers are eligible to apply.

7. Applications will not be accepted from both local and regional structures of the same organisation. For organisations with both regional councils and local units/groups, the organisation must apply either individually as a local unit or through the regional structure. 

8. Where there are 2 or more groups/units in a club, e.g.,a youth club with Junior and Senior sections or a scout group with cubs and beavers, only one application should be made for the combined group. Please note that the numbers in the whole group will be considered when any grant is allocated. 

9. Each club applying is required to submit a Financial Statement for January – December 2010. The template provided at the end of the Application Form should be used or the club’s own equivalent if it provides all the necessary information.

10. The closing date for the 2011 Scheme is 5:00 pm Friday 3oth September 2011. Late applications will not be accepted by County Galway VEC under any circumstances.

In view of the amount of funding available for the Scheme in 2011, County Galway VEC invites youth groups and clubs to carefully assess the eligibility criteria (see Explanatory Memo) before submitting an application and to contact the Youth Officer if they have any queries regarding their application.
